Booking Information  
• Booking opens via Arbor on 28th January at 5pm.  
• Please note that your booking is only confirmed once payment has been made.  
• A waiting list will be held for any unsuccessful applicants – please contact the school 
office to join. Places on the waiting list will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.  
• As places are limited, please only book if your child has a genuine interest in the club. 
• Please limit your selection to one club in the first instance to ensure as many children as 
possible have an opportunity to enjoy a club. Should places remain these will be advertised at 
a later date.  
• Each club costs £4 per week. This will cover the costs of running the club and any 
resources needed. 
 
Terms & Conditions  
1. Payment must be made in advance via Arbor at the time of booking.  
2. No refunds will be issued for missed weeks.  
3. If you wish to cancel your child’s place, one week’s notice is required. Refunds will only 
be given for any remaining weeks after this notice.  
4. Children must be collected promptly at 4.15pm from the location listed in the table 
below. 
 
If your child is registered for Free School Meals or is Pupil Premium and you would like 
support for them to attend the club, please get in touch before booking opens.
