
Dear Year 6 parents and Carers, 

As you may know it’s been a tradition for year 6 children to celebrate their last day at Primary 
School, (Wednesday 22nd July 26) with a trip to Steamer Point. A coach collects the children from 
school and takes them to the beach, where rain or shine the children jump into the sea in their 
uniform! A few parents have begun organising this year’s celebration, and we now need to know the 
number of children who want to take part.  

The cost will be approximately £11-£14 per child, which covers the coach journey, and a hot meal 
served in a takeaway box from the Beach Hut Café. Meal options include: 

• Sausages and Chips 
• Chicken Nuggets and Chips 
• Fish Finger and Chips 
• Vegetarian option 

One drink, and condiments are also included. 

The coach will pick up the children from school 2.30pm from Greenways Gate and take them on a 
short drive to Steamer Point. This gives parents and siblings time to get to the beach before the 
coach arrives.  Due to space, siblings cannot go on the coach. A small number of organisers will 
travel on the coach to help supervise the children.  

Once we have confirmed numbers, we will finalise the exact cost per child. Payment will be 
required in full (details to follow). 

Please note that this celebration is organised independently by parents, not by the school. The 
school are not contributing any funds. Families eligible for Pupil Premium or Free School Meals 
will need to cover the full cost.

If you do not want your child to participate, please let us know, so that we can remove you from 
further messages. 

Whilst at the beach, parents are responsible for supervising their own child. If you cannot 
attend, please arrange for another parent to take responsibility for them. 

We will need a few volunteers on the day to help guide the children from the coach to the beach. If 
you can help, please contact the WhatsApp group.  

Please avoid sharing any photos on social media, as some children cannot have their photo taken. 

You may want to bring picnic blankets, additional food, and drinks for you and your family to enjoy 
on the beach.

2. Once numbers are confirmed, we will request payment to secure your child’s place and meal.
